
The Coast Guard issued an 
Urgent Marine Information 
Broadcast (UMIB) requesting 
assistance from any vessels in 
the area. The fishing vessel An-
gelette responded and reached 
the scene within approximately 
10 minutes. 

“We had a response. The 
fishing vessel Angelette was 
nearby,” Lt. Zarlengo said. 
“And they were able to take 
aboard the five persons that 
were on the Spicy Lady, and 
then take that vessel in tow.” 

The Coast Guard had ini-
tially prepared a helicopter re-
sponse from Air Station Sitka 
but did not deploy it after con-
firming the crew's safety aboard 
the Angelette. 

The Wrangell Volunteer Fire 
Department (WVFD) received a 
distress call at 2:32 p.m. on 
March 6 directly from the skip-
per of the F/V Spicy Lady, 
Wrangell Fire Chief Jordan 
Buness reported. 

WVFD personnel quickly 
mobilized upon receiving the 
call, preparing firefighting 
equipment and arranging trans-
portation via a private float-
plane owned and operated by 
two department members. The 
aircraft departed Wrangell Air-
port at 3:09 p.m. carrying three 
firefighters equipped with a 
firefighting pump and tools for 
an interior attack. 

Petersburg volunteer fire-
fighters began mobilizing a re-
sponse supported by local pilot 
Doug Reimer of Nordic Air, ac-
cording to PVFD Director 
Aaron Hankins. The Coast 
Guard directed PVFD to coordi-
nate with WVFD, and with 
Wrangell's response already 
launched, PVFD was advised to 
standby. 

“Throughout the flight, the 
WVFD crew kept in communi-
cation with the crew of the F/V 
Spicy Lady,” Buness stated in 
his report. “The crew had evac-
uated the vessel with the assis-
tance of the F/V Angelette and 
informed WVFD that they had 
sealed all vents, windows, and 
doors to contain the fire within 

the focsle.” 
While en route to 

Warm Springs Bay, the 
Spicy Lady was being 
towed by the Angelette 
and escorted by another 
vessel, the F/V Westerly, 
but their progress was 
slowed by a broken tow-
line, according to the fire 
department report. 

The firefighting team 
landed in Warm Springs 
Bay at 4:03 p.m. after com-
pleting the 100-mile flight 
from Wrangell. They 
transferred their equip-
ment to the Westerly, 
which transported them 
to the Spicy Lady. 

Once aboard, the fire-
fighters established a 
water supply and initi-
ated an interior attack 
through the rear galley 
door, encountering dense 
smoke and extreme heat. 
They traced the fire's ori-
gin to the focsle and 
began extinguishing it. 
After bringing the flames 
under control, the crew 
ventilated the vessel and 
began overhaul opera-
tions, entering the engine 
room to shut down the 
main engine and genera-
tor to prevent further 
damage or hazards. 

During the response, 
firefighters discovered that a 
crew member of the Spicy Lady 
had sustained burn injuries 
during the fire. WVFD trans-
ported the injured crew mem-
ber back to Wrangell aboard 
their floatplane, departing 
Warm Springs Bay at 5:28 p.m. 
and arriving in Wrangell at 6:25 
p.m. The injured crewman was 
then transported by Wrangell 
EMS to the SEARHC Wrangell 
Medical Center for treatment. 

Before departing, WVFD 
personnel briefed the Spicy 
Lady's crew on monitoring and 
extinguishing any remaining 
hot spots, leaving behind their 
firefighting pump, hose, nozzle, 
and hand tools for continued 
use. 

The Coast Guard had di-

verted the cutter Douglas Den-
man to the scene. “The Coast 
Guard Cutter Crew assisted in 
the further overhaul of the fire 
and assisted the crew of the 
F/V Spicy Lady extinguish any 
remaining hot spots,” Buness 
reported. 

“The skipper and crew of the 
F/V Spicy Lady are to be com-
mended for their actions under 
extreme duress,” Buness stated 
in his report. “Their decision to 
close and/or plug all windows, 
doors, and vents appeared to 
significantly slow the fire's 
growth, allowing responders 
time to arrive and extinguish 
the blaze. Without their swift 

action and response, the vessel 
likely would have been a total 
loss.” 

The investigation into the 
cause of the fire is ongoing.  

On Saturday afternoon, the 
vessel was seen in the Wrangell 
Narrows returned to Petersburg 
under her own power. 

One of the vessel’s owners 
Petersburg resident Collin 
Martens told the Pilot that the 
boat is most likely heading 
south to a shipyard, but plans 
are still being made for the next 
steps. Martens added, “I want 
to thank the community for the 
sending their support and love. 
It has made a big difference …”

Tuesday stated the paid reinstatement of employees will be effec-
tive as of Wednesday, although they may not actually begin work-
ing again that day. 

“The Department will place all terminated probationary em-
ployees in pay status and provide each with back pay, from the 
date of termination,” the statement notes. “The Department will 
work quickly to develop a phased plan for return-to-duty, and 
while those plans materialize, all probationary employees will be 
paid.” 

However, the Trump administration continued moving ahead 
with downsizings elsewhere in what they are calling an effort to 
remove waste and fraud from the federal government, as well as 
programs that don’t align with the administration’s priorities. 

The Education Department announced the firing of more than 
1,300 employees on Tuesday, adding to 572 employees who ac-
cepted separation packages offered in recent weeks and 63 proba-
tionary workers who were terminated last month, according to The 
New York Times. The department had 4,133 employees on Jan. 1, 
but President Donald Trump has stated he plans to shut down the 
department, shifting responsibilities to states and some other fed-
eral agencies. 

Federal funding accounts for a small sliver of the Juneau School 
District’s budget, with most coming from state and municipal 
funds. The Times notes the education department “manages fed-
eral loans for college, tracks student achievement and enforces civil 
rights laws in schools” among its primary functions. 

The additional NOAA firings “will have eliminated about one 
out of four jobs since President Donald Trump took office in Janu-
ary,” according to the Associated Press.

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March 13, 1925 – Talking to 
fish buyers and others the 
outlook for the halibut trade is 
none too flattering this year, 
although no man can tell what 
might happen before the season 
ends. One thing is certain, the 
closed season did not seem to 
boost prices, as was expected. It 
is claimed the cold storage 
plants were loaded up with fish. 
Some even claim that the 
Japanese helped to stock up the 
cold storage plants, but we can 
hardly believe that can be true. 
Word comes that more strict 
rules have been made in Seattle 
in grading, in weights and for 
“greys.” One thing is certain, 
and that is that Petersburg must 
lose no time in getting a cold 
storage plant started here. We 
should begin work at once on 
the first unit.  

 
March 10, 1950 – This time of 

the year, when the frost is 
starting to come out of the 
ground, is probably the time of 
year when the people of 
Petersburg contemplate most 
seriously the need for street 
improvements. If it were 
possible to arrange for the 
tourist season to fall in the early 
Spring, surely the rivers of mud 
stretching up the several hills 
and along the laterals would 
prove a big attraction. To the 
citizens who have to slip and 
slide up and down their length 
each day, and to those who are 
forced to abandon their cars 
short of their goals and proceed 
on foot (wishing, no doubt, for a 
pair of water wings) they are 
anything but an attraction. C.F. 
Wyller, engineer from the 
Bureau of Public Roads, said last 
week present funds for road 
improvement were tied up 
maintaining thoroughfares in 
Ketchikan and Juneau. He 
added that funds were allocated 

on a basis of the amount of 
traffic roads carried. While this 
is indeed the most practical 
manner in which to allot such 
funds, it was quite a surprise to 
learn this week that Wyller had 
no idea Petersburg expected to 
have more than 200 licensed 
automobiles in operation here 
this year. If the BPR was not 
aware of the number of cars 
traveling Petersburg’s streets 
and roads, how could they 
arrive at a satisfactory 
conclusion as to whether or not 
our roads warranted monies for 
improvement? A worthwhile 
project for one or more of 
Petersburg’s younger civic 
organizations, perhaps the Boy 
Scouts, might be to conduct 
periodic traffic surveys here and 
present their findings to the 
proper authority. 

 
March 5, 1975 – Not one in a 

hundred of his customers ever 
learns that the big man in shirt 
sleeves selling them a trinket is a 
veteran of Alaska municipal 
administration. That, if he 
wanted to, he could deliver 
them a learned treatise on diesel 
power plants, city budgeting, 
federal grant programs, sewage 
and water engineering or any 
number of complicated subjects 
dealing with running a city. And 
Kester Dotts doesn’t volunteer 
anything about that. He usually 
limits his conversation to lore of 
the Southwest and the going 

price of jade and silver doo-
dads, which he sells in his 
gaudily painted gift shop on 
Highway 80 in the little desert 
town of Gila Bend, Arizona. 
Dotts, who was city manager of 
Seward, Petersburg and 
Wrangell in a 24-year city 
administrative career in Alaska, 
moved to Gila Bend, population 
1,700, in September 1972 after 
resigning his Wrangell position. 
After moving to Gila Bend – 
which during the summer 
months frequently takes the 
prize as the hottest spot in the 
nation, with temperatures 
occasionally rising to 120 
degrees – Dotts served as that 
city’s city manager for a year 
and a half and recently opened 
Tawa Jewelry and Gift in a one-
time filling station fronting 
Highway 80. The former 
Alaskan says he has not found 
the heat a big stumbling block to 
life in Gila Bend, “because 
everything is air-conditioned.” 

 
March 9, 2000 – The 

Petersburg ferry terminal 
renovation project got 
underway this week as crews 
began readying the site for an 
extensive remodel. Petersburg 
ferry terminal manager Allen 
Chaffin said the project’s main 
focus is to expand the existing 
terminal so that it can better 
accommodate the larger crowds 
that utilize the terminal during 
peak seasons and during 

extensive high school travel 
periods. “The terminal is too 
small to begin with,” said 
Chafffin. “I would say that most 
of the year we do okay, but 
when we get a couple of teams 
in there – 40 to 50 people with all 
of their luggage – you just can’t 
move around.” Furthermore, he 
added, when there are back-to-
back ferries in the summer 
months, the crowds essentially 
block the flow of traffic in the 
terminal. The plan adds 16 feet 
to the front of the building, 
another eight to the back portion 
of the lobby, pushes the 
bathrooms back and expands 
the office, Chaffin reported. In 
addition to the changes to the 
building, the parking lot will 
also be torn up and re-paved to 
better accommodate traffic flow 
at the terminal. Chaffin said that 
he expects the renovation project 
will cause some “minor 
inconveniences,” but he said in 
the end the results will be 
worthwhile. “The construction 
is supposed to work around the 
ferry schedule as much as 
possible and the contractors 
realize that in another month or 
two we’ll be averaging three 
ferries a day, five days a week. 
When we start doing the fish 
vans and having tourists coming 
through with their fifth-wheels 
and RVs, they’re not going to be 
able to park there. So, we’re 
asking people to be courteous 
and understand that it is just 
temporary.” Fred Yates, the 

terminal manager for the Alaska 
Marine Highway System, said 
this week that the $917,000 
project, funded through state 
and federal dollars, is part of the 
AMHS’s ongoing improvement 
and remodeling project. “We’re 
always in a state of improving 
and remodeling buildings as 
they get older and as funding 
becomes available.”
