
Proposition 2 failed in the 
regular municipal election last 
week by an official total of five 
votes.  

The Petersburg Borough 
Assembly certified the election 
results in a special meeting Oct. 

4, when outstanding ballots 
were counted toward the final 
tally.  

Julie Spigelmyre won the 
contested Library Board seat 
with 567 votes total; incumbent 
Gina Esposito had 554 votes 
and was not reelected. 

Proposition 2 failed with 516 
votes in favor, and 521 votes 

against it. 
Prop 2 would have increased 

the maximum sales tax 
collectable on a single purchase 
for the first time since 2002.  

Money generated by the 
adjustment was anticipated to 
help the borough fund 
governmental services, support 
increased funding for the 
schools, and alleviate negative 
expenditures. 

But now, borough officials 
say the money will need to be 
found somewhere else. 

“We were hoping that 
increasing the sales tax cap to 
generate more revenue would 
offset the need to increase 
property taxes significantly 
next year,” Borough Finance 
Director Jody Tow told the Pilot 
in an email.  

However, the majority of 
voters did not approve the 
proposition. 

“If the Assembly wants to 
fund the school at the 
maximum local contribution 
next year and keep our current 
Borough services intact, they 
will have to make some tough 
choices,” Tow continued. 

Expenses are increasing for 
the borough, for example, from 
rising insurance costs and 
employee wages. 

The borough increased the 
contribution to the Petersburg 
School District by $1.4 million 
over the last two years.  

Tow said this, “was a really 
large increase for the general 
fund to absorb in a short 
amount of time.” 

The borough’s general fund 
used $400 thousand of reserve 
money in order to balance this 
year’s budget. Reserves will be 
depleted in about six years if 
the borough continues 
spending its savings like this, 
Tow stressed. 

“It is very unfortunate that 
this proposition did not pass,” 
she said before adding, “it is 
going to be a very difficult 
budget year this spring for the 
Borough Assembly.”

October 3, 1924 – A shed is 
being built over the Petersburg 
Marine Ways thus to afford 
shelter for all boats during any 
weather while they are repaired. 
The firm has a whole winter’s 
work ahead. It recently received 
a telegram from Juneau saying a 
government boat was to be sent 
down for repairs, and the whole 
fleet of the Petersburg Packing 
Company is to be overhauled 
during the coming winter. The 
Petersburg Marine Ways is able 
to handle any boat work. It has 
one of the best equipped plants 
in Alaska, and the men in charge 
are expert in any kind of boat 
work. 

 
October 7, 1949 – Classroom 

lighting in nearly every 
classroom in Petersburg’s school 
building is way below the 
absolute recognized minimum, it 
was revealed by Superintendent 
Lester Wingard yesterday. “Dr. 
Zeno B Katterle, an authority on 
school buildings, places 20 foot-
candles as the absolute 
minimum of light required for 
ordinary classrooms,” Wingard 
said. “A survey of our school at 
11:30 a.m. on a bright sunny 
day,” he reported, “revealed that 
in Miss Trautwein’s first grade, 
light ranged from eight to fifteen 
candles.” Wingard said the 
higher rating applied to desks 
located next to the windows and 
that when a child bent over his 
desk to work the eight candles 
were reduced to five. Making 
these statements in connection 
with a recent comprehensive 
physical examination given all 
school children, the 
superintendent said more than 
one-third of the children 
examined failed to meet the 
standards of good vision. The 
examinations were made 
through the efforts of local 
doctors, the public health nurse, 
and classroom teachers. Tonsils, 
eyes, teeth, chest, skin and 
general health were checked on 
every child. Several children 
who had doubtful chest x-rays 
were put on a rest routine. A total 
of 298 pupils were examined. 
Dental care was shown to be 

required by 94 of this number, 
and 56 needed immediate 
attention. Wingard said 
indications showed these 
children were victims of neglect. 
The superintendent said further 
that poor eyesight among 
children of this age could be 
caused by any number of factors. 
Among them are malnutrition, 
heredity, poor light, and lack of 
proper sleep and rest. The result 
and findings of the physical 
examinations are being sent to 
each parent with comments and 
suggestions. “Parental action on 
these suggestions,” said 
Wingard, “will determine 
whether the examinations are 
worthwhile or whether the 
school is adding worthless 
statistical data to the files.” 

 
October 9, 1974 –  The 

UngeVenner Club [Young 
Friends], a branch of the Sons of 
Norway for boys and girls ages 
16 – 25, has been formed in 
Petersburg, with Jeff Otness 
named president for the group’s 
first year. The youths kicked off 
with a dance last weekend, and 
will conduct a parade along 
Main Street this afternoon at 5 
p.m. in celebration of Leif  
Erikson Day. October 9 has been 

so designated by Mayor Ted 
Smith, as a day dedicated to civic 
improvement, fostering better 
citizenship, and to emphasize all 
that is good in the various ethnic 
backgrounds represented in 
Petersburg.  

 
October 7, 1999 – A recent 

telephone survey conducted by 
the Public Works Department 
indicated that the majority of 
residents who live in the Scow 
Bay area are willing to hook up 
to the City’s water supply when 
it becomes available to them. 
Prompted by discussions at a 
recent council meeting where it 
was asked if it is going to be 
worth the city’s while to get 
water to that area of the 
community, the water 
department launched a survey at 
the council’s request. In a 
memorandum to city manager 
Linda Snow and the Utility 
Board Advisor, public works 
director Bruce Jones reported 
that there were 195 attempted 
contacts, 145, or 74%, were 
reached. Of the 145 contacted 
accounts, Jones reported that 96 
account holders, or 66%, 
indicated that they would make 
the connection as soon as it 
became available to them. The 

number of accounts contacted 
that said they would not make a 
connection was 27, or 19%, and 
the remaining 22, or 15%, said 
that they were uncertain what 
they would do. Jones reported 
too that there were 59 
individuals who owned 
additional properties in the Scow 
Bay area. Of these 46, or 78%, 
said they would connect to the 
water system once the properties 
were developed. Councilor Paul 
Anderson voiced opposition to 
the survey results at Monday 
night’s city council meeting, 
saying that he had problems 
with it because people were not 
told about the connection fee 
during the survey. “I think a lot 
said yeah, they’d hook up 
because they didn’t think it was 
going to cost nothing,” Anderson 
said. Jones admitted that hook 
up costs were not discussed in 
the survey but councilor Sheila 
McFadden quickly stated that 
she thought it was unnecessary 
to bring that up. “The free 
lunches are over. We pay or we 
don’t play,” she said. “If anyone 
thinks they’re going to get 
something for nothing, they 
better keep their rain barrel out 
there.” McFadden said too that 
part of the reason the water 
utility and other branches of 
local government are struggling 
now is due to economic climates 
early this decade when the 
community increased its 
infrastructure without having 
residents pay for it. The phone 
survey was requested last month 
after the council defeated an 
ordinance that would have 
required a connection to the 

municipal water utility. The 
ordinance stated that owners of 
homes and businesses situated 
within city limits and abutting 
any street where there is a 
municipal water main would be 
required at their expense to 
connect to the system within 180 
days, provided that the main is 
within 150 feet of the property 
line. The measure failed 6 – 1 and 
following the vote it was asked if 
the department had done any 
research to see if Scow Bay 
residents were in favor of 
hooking up to the system. Jones 
commented then that four or five 
years ago 300 letters were sent to 
those residents in an attempt to 
gather that information, but only 
10% were returned. The council 
decided that it was too small a 
sample size, prompting the 
telephone poll.
