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January 2, 2025 – It was 
said that as far as the 
contractors were  concerned, 
they had completed the 
hydro-electric project for the 
Town of Petersburg and were 
ready to have the juice from 
the Blind Slough plant turned 
on and hooked up with the 
town transmission line. Some 
small electrical appliances are 
said to be needed, and it is 
said these are coming via 
mail. None of the city officials 
could definitively say as to 
when the power may be 

turned on, but thought it 
would be accomplished in 
another two or three days. 

 
January 6, 1950 – The U.S. 

Commissioner Dale H. Hirt 
has been a busy man since he 
took office last February 7. 
This was evident this week 
after pouring through the 
Commissioner’s files and 
noting the volume of work 
recorded therein. In 1949, 65 
births were recorded in 
contrast with 22 deaths. 
November saw the greatest 
number of deaths recorded at 
13 and in April 12 births went 
on the records. Commissioner 
Hirt performed nine 
weddings in 1949 and sold a 
total of 28 marriage licenses. 
Other licenses included 616 
resident commercial fishing 
licenses and 79 non-resident 
licenses. The number of seine 
licenses was unknown 
because they are charged 
different prices according to 
the fathoms the seine to be 

used measures. The 
commissioner reported 623 
school taxes were paid here 
last year and the list could go 
on indefinitely.   

 
January 8, 1975 – Three 

Wrangell men were arrested 
early on New Year’s Day as 
they stood outside The Brig 
Bar on Front Street, naked. 
The trio told State Trooper 
Tom Schwantes they were 
fresh from streaking through 
the bar and were just leaving. 
Schwantes booked Lynn W. 
Mize, 23, Paul D. 
Massingham, 23, and 
Theodore Weichbrodt, 21, on 
charges of indecent exposure 
and exhibition. The men 
appeared before District 
Court Judge Harris 
Bullerwell on Thursday. “I 
don’t usually do this sort of 
thing, Judge,” one of the 
defendants was quoted as 
saying. “I certainly hope not,” 
said Bullerwell, and passed 
sentence. Each man was fined 

$350 with $150 suspended on 
condition he violate no laws 
for three months. Schwantes 
said he just happened to be 
driving by when the trio 
emerged from the bar into 
mid-30s temperatures and 
rain. “At first I couldn’t 
believe my eyes,” he said. 
“Then I saw it was true.” 

 
December 30,  1999 – 

Derek Carlson, Derek Gibb 
and Ty Westre, all of whom 
have garnered state 
swimming titles, participated 
in a swim-off last week. The 
three athletes, who all won 
state titles in the 50 yard free, 
faced off against one another 
Thursday afternoon. During 
the swim-off Gibb finished 
with a time of 21.53 seconds – 
the fastest swim ever 
recorded in the Petersburg 
pool. The time was good 

enough to qualify Gibb for 
Junior Nationals. Carlson 
finished with a time of 23.67 
seconds and Westre finished 
third at 23.47 seconds.
