
December 26, 1924 – 
Petersburg is to celebrate the 
completion of the Hydro 
Electric project. A committee of 
which Harold Dawes is the 
chairman was named at the 
Commercial Club meeting 
Monday evening to arrange 
details. Secretary C. Clausen 
was instructed to write 
Governor Bone and invite him 
to attend or send a 
representative, if unable to 
attend, or at least to “officially 
switch on the juice at Juneau.” 
The Governor will be apprised 
later of the exact date and hour 
the new plant at Blind Slough 
will be hooked up to the town 
of Petersburg. 

 
December 23, 1949 – That E 

Street be designated as 
Petersburg’s official sliding hill 
was the proclamation of Mayor 
Edward Locken at a regular 
meeting of the City Council 
Monday night in the City’s 
Clerk’s office. The suggestion, 
first made by Councilman Jack 
Longworth, was accepted by 
all after a short discussion and 
it was decided to notify 
motorists it was their 
responsibility to watch out for 
youngsters sliding on E Street, 
from the CAA station to the 
public float, from 6 until 9 p.m. 
daily. Longworth suggested 
the safety patrol from the 
school and the Boy Scouts help 
police the hill. Police Chief Jim 
Rhodes said his force would be 
on hand to aid the patrols. 
Council members felt that 
although E Street is one of the 
busiest streets in town, it is also 
the best sliding hill and 
consequently turned it over to 
the young people. In a more 
serious vein the council voted 
unanimously to send City 
Clerk James Taylor to Juneau to 
deliver and sign Petersburg’s 
request for funds under the 
Alaska Public Works Act.  

 

December 18, 1974 – It’s 
been a week of miracles at 
Petersburg Elementary. The 
first one occurred last Tuesday 
when more than eighty parents 
sat through a morning with 
their first and second graders. 
The miracle wasn’t their sitting 
there, but rather the special 
effort made by the children. 
One child worked like a Trojan 
all morning while their parents 
watched. The next morning 
that same child by recess time 
had done nothing more than 
write his or her own name. The 
other miracle occurred when 
the Viking Swim Team took off 
for Ketchikan. All 105 students 
and 19 adults were at the ferry 
on time. School will close at 
2:30 on Friday to celebrate the 
real miracle, the miracle of 
Christmas.  

 
December 23,  1999 – 

Petersburg Medical Center 
will award a local high school 

art student, Grace Peterson, a 
$500 scholarship for her 
creativity in designing a new 
Medical Center logo. The art 
students at Petersburg High 
School were asked to help 
design a new logo with the 
scholarship as an incentive. 
Grace Peterson’s design 
displays the values of 
Petersburg Medical Center – 
team work, professionalism, 
integrity, dignity, and quality – 
around the symbol of a 
mariner’s compass. The Board 
of Directors of the Medical 
Center chose a Mariner’s 
compass as a reminder of the 
foundation of our local 
economy, as well as a means of 
displaying the values of the 
organization’s decisions and 
actions. The adoption of the 
logo finishes a long term effort 
to adopt a new mission 
statement and guiding values 
for the organization. The 
Petersburg Medical Center 

developed a mission statement 
and guiding values earlier this 
year, with a task force 
composed of employees 
Sharon Hunter, Janet 
Kvernvick, Carleen Lyons, 
Jesse Nicholson, and Terry 
Welch along with board 
members Carol Marohl, Sue 
Flint, Laura Nelson and 
administrator John Bringhurst. 
The Board of Directors 
approved the mission 
statement and guiding values 
in their January meeting in 
1999. The Mission Statement 
reads, “Our mission is 
excellence in healthcare 
services and the promotion of 
wellness in our community.” 
The Guiding Values statement 
reads, “Our organization 
promotes certain guiding 
values that direct our course in 
daily decisions and actions: 
Integrity, Dignity, 
Professionalism, Teamwork 

and Quality.” Eighteen logos 
were presented to the Medical 
Center with employees and 
staff voting on their favorite 
one – Grace Peterson’s.
