
Buness is the owner and pilot 
of the floatplane Wrangell 
Search and Rescue deploys.  

Wrangell SAR launched the 
plane with two EMT-2s and 
their medical equipment on 
board and arrived on scene at 
10:19 a.m., approximately 24 
minutes after the initial call. 

“When we first got there the 
vessel was already underwater 
and appeared to be sitting on 
bottom,” said Buness. “It was 
probably in less than 15 feet of 
water.” 

“We found that everybody 
was already off the boat,” said 
Buness. “There was another Pe-
tersburg seiner that was on 
scene that stated he had wit-
nessed the grounding of the ves-
sel and kind of assisted with 
pulling the people off the boat 
and trying to get all the things 
situated. They got the seine skiff 
removed from the boat as the 
Pamela Rae was sinking.” 

OBI Fleet Manager Don 
Spigelmyre commended the 
crew of the samaritan vessel in a 
comment to the Pilot, saying, 
“The crew from the Barbara re-

mained calm and did every-
thing right as far as helping out 
the Pamela Rae.” 

The incident all happened 
very quickly. 

A deckhand from the Pamela 
Rae, Tavis Lemay, posted on so-
cial media Tuesday night, “It 
took 1.5 minutes for the boat to 
fill up with water, and at 2 min-
utes it rolled over. Most of us 
were in the focsle but made it 
out safely. I made it out only in 
my underwear. Thanks to the 
crew of the Barbara for the 
clothes and OBI Fleet Manager 
Don for the shoes. We were 
quickly in the hands of the 
Wrangell Search and Rescue.” 

One of the crew appeared to 
have minor injuries and was 
transported via the floatplane 
for treatment at Wrangell Med-
ical Center.  

“The Forest Service Law En-
forcement vessel with one of our 
first responders on board trans-
ported the remainder of the 
crew,” said Buness. “We had 
them back to Wrangell about 58 
minutes after we received the 
first call. 

“After the situation was stabi-
lized, the vessel was tied off to a 
series of net pens in Anita Bay 
where it remained partially 
sunk,” said Naylor. “I believe as 
the tide came up it became fur-
ther and further submerged.” 

Coast Guard assets did not 
deploy to the scene, according 
to Naylor. “It was a quick re-
sponse by good samaritan ves-
sels; we mainly just facilitated 
radio communication.”   

The response then shifted to a 
pollution control and salvage 
operation which the Coast 
Guard has been monitoring.  

The vessel’s insurance com-
pany along with the owner have 
been coordinating the response 
via Alaska Commercial Divers, 
said Naylor. 

“Currently there are divers on 
scene … they flew in some 
boom today. They have already 
plugged all of the fuel tank 
vents, so there shouldn’t be any 
fuel leaking from the vessel,” 
said Naylor. “Some sheening 
has been observed … there may 
still be some hydraulic oil — we 
don’t know for sure.” 

An Alaska Commercial 
Divers vessel was expected to 
arrive Wednesday night.  

“The goal will be to contain 
any further pollution found at 
the site and then refloat and de-
fuel the vessel,” said Naylor. 

“They were able to get the 

Pamela Rae tied up to a log raft 
off of the back of the net pens,” 
said Buness. 

The net pens belong to the 
Southern Southeast Regional 
Aquaculture Association 
(SSRAA) remote hatchery re-
lease site in Anita Bay. 

SSRAA General Manager 

Susan Doherty confirmed to the 
Coast Guard that at the time of 
this incident there were no fish 
in the pens. 

The Coast Guard continues to 
monitor the salvage and pollu-
tion response and will be con-
ducting a further investigation 
into the accident.

under AS 38.05.035(e) and proposes to adopt a site-specific Forest Land Use Plan (FLUP) under AS
38.05.112 and the administrative standards of AS 41.17.060 regarding the sale of the following commercial
timber sale: East Charley Timber Sale (SSE-1386-K).  

Before this sale may be held, the Commissioner will make a written final decision that the sale is in the
best interest of the State. This decision will set out the facts and applicable policies upon which the
Commissioner bases his determination that the proposed timber sale will or will not best serve the interest
of the State. The final decision is expected to be available to the public after July 15, 2024.  

The draft Forest Land Use Plan is intended to provide the best available information regarding the
proposed timber harvest on 201 acres and the management of other non-timber uses in compliance with
AS 38.05.112 and AS 41.17.060, and must be adopted by the DOF before the proposed activity can occur.

The area of the sale is proximate to the community of Edna Bay, approximately 1/2 mile to the north of
the community of Edna Bay. The timber sale area is found within Sections 10 and 15, Township 68 South,
Range 76 East, Copper River Meridian (CRM). The sale area is found within the Craig D-5 NW USGS
quadrangle. The main access for this sale area is from the existing USFS Kosciusko Road System,
specifically the 1520000 and 15250000 Roads. 

The three harvest units total approximately 201 acres and contain approximately 5,000 MBF of timber. 
This volume will be advertised and sold under provisions of AS 38.05.120, in the form of one or multiple
sales.

A ballot proposition on this 
October municipal ballot will 
put the question to Petersburg 
voters whether to increase the 
amount of sales tax that can be 
collected on a single purchase 
from $72.00 to $300.00. 

At their regular meeting on 
June 17 the Petersburg Bor-
ough Assembly unanimously 
passed Ordinance 24-10 in its 
third and final reading to pro-
pose the municipal code 
amendment for this sales tax  
exemption change to borough 
voters. 

Currently in the borough, 
sales tax liability for any single 
purchase — which is defined 
as purchases made at the same 
time or within a 24-hour trans-
action period — for goods or 

services is capped at a total 
amount of $1,200, and any 
sums exceeding $1,200 are 
sales tax-free. 

The sales tax liability cap 
was established in 1959, and 
has only been increased once in 
those 65 years, going from 
$1,000 to $1,200 in 2002.  

Had it kept pace with infla-
tion, that amount would be 
closer to $10,500, according to 
the language of the ordinance. 

If voters decide to pass the 
proposition this fall, the sales 
tax liability cap will be raised 
from $1,200 to $5,000 — a max-
imum sales tax due of $300. 
That would still be one of the 
lowest sales tax caps in South-
east Alaska. 

If passed by voters the 
change would take effect Jan. 1, 
2025. 

The proposed amendment 

would not change the sales tax 
rate in Petersburg which re-
mains 6% year-round.  

 
In other assembly business: 

• Ordinance 2024-11 passed 
its second reading after a pub-
lic hearing which did not in-
clude any participation. This 
ordinance is a proposal to 
amend the charter to remove 
the requirement of voter ratifi-
cation of changes to sales tax 
exemptions; if it passes its third 
reading on July 1, this amend-
ment will appear on the ballot 
for borough voters this fall.   

• Piston and Rudder Serv-
ice, Inc.’s lease of borough tide-
lands was unanimously 
approved for renewal of an-
other five-year term at an an-
nual rate of $1,632. 

• The assembly passed a 
resolution to amend the sale 
contract for Island Refrigera-
tion, LLC’s purchase of a bor-
ough tidelands parcel to allow 
90 additional days for the pur-
chase price to be paid in full. 

• The assembly approved 
$243,958.22 for the purchase of 
a new dump truck for Public 
Works. Public Works Director 
Chris Cotta noted during the 
assembly meeting that the 
dump truck being replaced is 
the borough’s dedicated street 
sanding unit; its lifespan has 
already been extended multi-
ple times; the vehicle currently 
has several major issues; and 
the quote is coming in below 
the amount already budgeted 
for and approved in the motor 
pool replacement fund.

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June 27, 1924 – The cannery 
of P.E. Harris at Scow Bay ran 
through 800 salmon Monday. 
This was the second salmon to 
be canned this season around 
Petersburg. The Mountain 
Packing Company was the 
first, having run through 86 
cases last Saturday. The trollers 
have been making big hauls. 
Otto Sutter of the Fidalgo 
Packing Company, who was in 
town recently, reported that the 
big run in the Copper River 
district near Cordova was of 
short duration. The Petersburg 
packing Company canned fish 
Thursday. The Kingsmill 
Brought the fish from Colpoys 
and Eagle Creek. The can 
making was finished this week 
on Wednesday. The cannery 
received a large shipment of 
salt on the Rogers Saturday. 

 
June 17, 1949 – Once again 

the Volunteer Fire Department 
of Petersburg is asking local 
support in the only means of 
raising funds to carry out their 
plans and activities during the 
year. This is their annual dance 
to be held at the high school 
gymnasium on the Fourth of 
July. The $1.00 price of 
admission to this dance is a 
very small investment in one of 
the best departments in the 
entire Territory, without 
exception. Their 25 active 
members are forever on alert 
and quick to answer the call at 
any hour of the day or night. 
They ask no praise or glory. 
The department was formed 
here in the early days, about 
1911, and was organized into a 
team in 1916 we were told by 
an old timer. He recalled 
having to fight fires with 
buckets hand-over-hand from 
the bay. They too had a laugh 
now and then, such as the time 
when the ‘fire hall’ burned 

down while John Oscar O’Hara 
was keeping the hall warm 
with a coal burning stove. 
Once they paid the Kake band 
$300 to come here for the 4th of 
July to join in the celebration 
and a ball game was played on 
the tide flat at Sandy Beach 
while the tide was out.  

 
June 21, 1974 –  Petersburg 

Fisheries Inc. made the first 
trial run of its new half million 
dollar fish meal plant this week 
and expects to have the unique 
plant in operation on a regular 
basis by the end of this month. 
Project manager Dennis Fea 
says the plant will be able to 
handle up to 100 tons of raw 
fish offal each day, but it’s 
likely the available supply will 
be short of that figure for some 
time. “When we begin 
operations we will be 
transporting fish from three 
Petersburg canneries, two in 
Wrangell, and others in Sitka, 
Juneau and Ketchikan,” he 
said. The final product, a high 
protein meal, will be marketed 
as an additive for feeding 
poultry, cattle, hogs, and even 
other fish in trout farms and 
salmon hatcheries, according 
to Fea. The fish oil is recovered 
and semi-refined for a variety 
of uses in the manufacture of 
paints, printing inks, 
cosmetics, and machine oils. 
The process of reducing offal or 
whole fish to meal and oil 
involves chopping, cooking, 
pressing out liquids, drying 

and bagging the meal. Oil is 
removed from the liquids in a 
series of centrifuges. The 
remaining liquids are 
concentrated in an evaporating 
plant and added back to the 
dryer. The reduction system is 
also equipped with a 
deodorizing unit which 
collects all exhaust gasses, 
washes them in an “air 
scrubber,” and finally 
incinerates the remaining 
objectionable gasses in the 
plant’s boiler. “We lose nothing 
and we vent nothing into the 
atmosphere,” Fea said. “The 
Norwegian-built machinery 
gives us the most modern and 
pollution-free plant of its kind 
in the world.” Supervising the 
final installation and testing of 
the equipment is Jan Petter 
Lervik, mechanical engineer 
for Oslo-based Myren Verksted 
A/S, manufacturers of the 
machinery.  

 
June 24, 1999 – Two 

fishermen were seriously 
injured when their boat’s 
rigging apparently failed and 
sent a boom crashing to the 
deck. Eric Laning and Mark 
Jones were fishing off 
Afognak Island on the 41-foot 
seiner Orion Wednesday night 
when the incident occurred. 
The Coast Guard airlifted 
both men to Kodiak after the 
accident. Jones was in critical 
condition at providence 
Medical Center in Anchorage 
Thursday. Coast Guard 

Marine Safety Officer Lt. Matt 
Jones said both men were 
unconscious and bleeding 
from head wounds when the 
Coast Guard arrived. Mark 
Jones had no vital signs and 
other members of the Orin 
crew were performing 
c a r d i o p u l m o n a r y 
resuscitation on him when 
help arrived. Coast Guard 
rescue swimmers were 
lowered to the vessel and 
continued CPR. Jones 
eventually was revived. 
Laning was treated and 
released from a Kodiak 
hospital Thursday. Matt Jones 
said there are no indications 

the vessel had any other 
problems.
