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July 25, 1924 – M. Susuki, 
Japanese, shot and killed 
Margaret Adrianoff, aged 
seventeen, and fatally wounded 
her mother, Mrs. Casper 
Adrianoff, at the Alaska Glacier 
Sea Food Company’s plant 
Thursday. After the double 
tragedy, Susuki ran down the 
dock towards town, reloading 
his gun, then suddenly sat down 
and shot himself through the 
temple. For some time Susuki 
had been paying attention to 
and bothering the girl, and had 
wanted her to marry him. As far 
as the Adrianoff family was 
concerned, he was just an 
acquaintance. The shooting took 
place about 8:30 a.m. after Miss 
Adrianoff and her mother had 
finished picking a tray of 
shrimps and went into the other 
room to get some more when 
Susuki followed them out and 
shot the girl first and then her 
mother with a 45 Colts 
automatic. There were other 
women present, but everything 
happened so quickly that no one 
could give a very clear account. 
The mother and daughter were 
standing close together and it is 
believed some of the shots fired 
at the daughter took effect in the 
mother. The mother fell where 
she was shot. The girl ran about 
thirty-five feet and died soon 
afterwards. Fred Porter heard 
the shots and ran for the 
telephone. On his way he saw 
Harry Owens and told him to 
run for the doctor and the 
marshall. Owens was but a short 
distance behind Susuki when 
the latter dashed down the dock. 
Earl Ohmer was coming along 
the dock in the opposite 
direction on his way to work. 
Susuki then sat down and 
deliberately shot himself in the 
temple. He was taken to the 
General Hospital and placed 
under the care of Dr. R.N. 
Rogers, while Mrs. Adrianoff 
was taken to the Emergency 
hospital and placed under the 
care of Dr. Jones. Susuki 

evidently shot and killed the girl 
in cold blood as the family had 
never had anything to do with 
him, according to close friends. 
The young woman, part Eskimo 
and part Russian, was unusually 
attractive, grew up in 
Petersburg, and was of a quiet 
and secluded nature. She was 
well-liked and respected by 
everyone here. Her father is a 
pioneer of Alaska and has 
resided in Petersburg for a 
number of years. The coroner’s 
jury at 10:30 found that the death 
of the girl was caused by two 
bullet wounds from a 45 Colt’s 
revolver in the hands of M. 
Susuki. The girl was shot 
through the side and once in the 
back. The mother received five 
wounds. Both she and the 
shooter were alive at noon today.  

 
July 22, 1949 – The bald eagle 

would be protected in Alaska – 
where there now is a bounty on 
it – if legislation introduced last 
week in the house of 
representatives at Washington, 
D.C. is enacted, reports Delegate 
Bartlett. He says, “Congressman 
Homer Angell of Oregon and 
George Grant of Alabama are 
seeking to amend a 1940 law to 
include Alaska. The law makes 
it unlawful in the states “to take, 
possess, sell, purchase or 
transport bald eagles, dead or 
alive, subject to a fine of not less 
than $500 ($6364 today) or 
imprisonment for not more than 
six months.” The amendment is 
similar to that introduced in the 
Senate some weeks ago by 
Senator Edwin C. Johnson of 
Colorado. Both measures would 
permit the taking of eagles or 
their eggs for scientific purposes 
only. 

 
July 26, 1974 –  Petersburg 

gets publicity in the strangest of 
ways. It has come to our 

attention that the Department of 
the Interior, in a report on the 
subject of “Towing Icebergs to 
Water-Short Areas,” cited 
Petersburg as an example of old-
time use of icebergs as a source 
of freshwater. Scientists have 
been kicking the thought around 
for many years – that of towing 
icebergs south from the Arctic 
regions or north from the 
Antarctic. Now it’s being touted 
as an “exciting possibility.” The 
latest scheme includes the 
possibility of using satellite 
photography to locate suitable 
iceberg fields, and “super” tugs 
to haul them off. Some 
researchers claim that towing 
from a ship is not feasible, so 
electric motors with propellers 
would be fitted directly to an 
iceberg to make it go. Power to 
the motor would be shunted 
through slack cable from an 
escort ship cruising a safe 
distance away. One of the 
problems, however, is speed. 
Researchers agree that the bergs 
would have to be towed or 
moved at speeds under one 
knot, or there wouldn’t be 
enough left to ice a margarita. At 
that rate it would take two years 
to get from Antarctica to 
California, which is the place 
that drinks everybody’s water. 
Petersburg, LeConte Glacier, 
and its neighbors should be safe 
from the ice harvesters, 
however. We don’t have very 
attractive icebergs – from their 
viewpoint. What they’re looking 
for are not glacier chunks with 
irregular shapes and jagged 
underwater spurs; they’re after 
nice flat, uniformly shaped 
pieces broken from the shelf ice 
of the Antarctic region. These 
“tame” icebergs could measure 
(ideally, for transport) about two 
miles long, one mile wide, and 
900 feet thick. “More water than 
the city of San Diego uses in a 

year,” it is claimed. Maybe we 
could ship them frozen muskeg 
in the wintertime. They could 
just wring it out and use the 
residue for fill.  

 
July 22, 1999 – Charges 

against 18 fishermen for fishing 
without a proper license during 
a protest have been dismissed. 
The fishermen were charged 
following a protest fishery at the 
height of the dispute over the 
Pacific salmon treaty between 
Canada and the United States. 
The Canadian Department of 
Fisheries and Oceans originally 
charged 54 fishermen, but the 
charges against the others were 
dropped earlier. The fishermen 
had blockaded the Alaska ferry 
Malaspina after it had docked in 
Prince Rupert. Native and non-
Native gillnetters combined to 
protest with a food fishery. The 
Metlakatla band offered to 
combine their food fishery with 
the protest fishery, said Joy 
Thorkelson, northern 
representative for the United 
Fishermen and Allied Western 
Workers’ Union. The judge ruled 
Friday that the fishermen had 
legally issued permits. The 
fishermen later had a salmon 
barbecue, giving the fish away. 

The judge said that made it a 
legitimate social event. 
Thorkelson said it is a major 
victory for both Native and non-
Native fishermen and a set back 
for federal fisheries. “This shows 
that when Native and non-
Native people stand together 
and work together for the same 
end, that together we can win,” 
she said. The Fisheries 
Department and government 
lawyers are reviewing the case 
and have 30 days to appeal.
