tors to Alaska. "There's more in-
terest in active recreation." 

One major initiative 
Medovaya will discuss is the 
Alaska Long Trail project, which 
aims to create a continuous 500-
mile trail system between Se-
ward and Fairbanks. Drawing 
inspiration from iconic Ameri-
can trail destinations like the Ap-
palachian Trail and Pacific Crest 
Trail, the project would connect 
existing trail segments and add 
new ones, accommodating vari-
ous uses from hiking and biking 
to skiing and motorized recre-
ation. 

Medovaya points out the 
sizeable economic impact if vis-

itors to the state can be inspired 
to stay a little longer for an ad-
venture — one extra day's stay 
from visitors could generate an 
estimated $250 million annually 
in state revenue. She points to 
New Zealand, a remote, sceni-
cally beautiful destination that it 
takes some time to for visitors to 
travel to, much like Alaska, but 
where visitors average 19-day 
stays compared to Alaska's typ-
ical 9-day visits. 

"We can create more opportu-
nities, more reasons for visitors 
to stay in Alaska," she says, em-
phasizing that improved trail in-
frastructure is the kind of 
opportunity that benefits both 
tourists and year-round resi-

dents. 
Locally, Petersburg Indian 

Association has been very com-
mitted to improving Peters-
burg’s trail infrastructure for 
over a decade.  

Joining Medovaya as a pre-
senter at the chamber banquet, 
Susan Harai, Tribal Transporta-
tion Director for PIA, will show-
case PIA’s trail building 
accomplishments, and will share 
the vision they have been realiz-
ing, and the community partner-
ships that have made their trails 
possible. 

“It’s over a decade of com-
mitment to trails,” says Harai, 
and “the thing that’s been so im-
portant has been the partner-
ships.” 

Over the years, through dif-
ferent groups who have been 
elected and served on the Tribal 
Council, the commitment to de-
veloping trails has provided 
continuity, says Harai. “The 
council has changed, but the vi-
s i o n  
hasn’t.”   

Tribal Administrator Jalyn 
Pomrenke sees developing trails 
as a healthy and positive way of 
connecting people in the com-
munity. “Trails connect people 
for jobs, for family, for events … 
keeping us all together and one 
with nature as well. It’s beauti-
ful.” 

At the banquet, PIA’s trail 
building accomplishments will 
be celebrated and Medovaya 
will expand on the economic po-
tential of adventure tourism for 
Alaska communities. 

Petersburg Chamber of Com-
merce members and all inter-
ested community members are 
encouraged to attend the ban-
quet, which doubles as the orga-
nization’s annual meeting, and 
will feature a dessert auction 
and a catered dinner prepared 
by Ariel Norheim’s The Little 
Shed. Tickets are available at

February 6, 1925 – The eight 
ton seiner Hilda, of the Hetta 
Packing Company, located on 
the west coast of Prince of Wales 
Island, drifted at sea for thirty-
one days then made Pillar Bay 
on January 15th, where she 
became stranded. Of the three 
men on board when she left 
Ketchikan on the night of 
December 14th, two remain 
alive, although in weakened 
condition. Those on board were 
Albert Johnson, Charles 
Richardson (better known as 
Port Wine Charlie), and Edward 
Thornton (who is known as 
Copper Mountain Shorty). The 
latter is reported to have been 
lost. According to reports, those 
on board were bound for 
Copper Harbor, Hetta Inlet, 
from Ketchikan. They left late 
on the night of December 14 and 
it is said that none of those 
aboard knew anything about 
starting and operating a gas 
engine. There was a load of 
supplies on board and the boat 
was fitted with extra large water 
tanks, also there was a quantity 
of sail cloth on the boat. Two of 
the men were old whalers, so it 
is evident that sails were used as 
a means to get back to land. 
Although nothing definite is 
known at the present, the Coast 
Guard boats had given up on 
them for lost. F.A. Cloudy of the 
Hetta Packing Company and 
part owner of the fateful boat, 
passed through Petersburg 
Tuesday, February 3rd, on his 
return from Pillar Bay where his 
boat Hilda has been stranded 
after drifting at sea for thirty-
one days, and announced that 
the engine of the boat is in 
perfect running order and also 
that outside of the leaking badly, 
the boat is not badly damaged. 
He also states that Edward 
Thornton, reported dead, may 
be safe. Thornton, known as 
Copper Mountain Shorty, made 
shore at Cape Ommaney when 

the boat became calmed within 
600 yards of shore, and was not 
seen again. He said that he was 
going to get some water and 
took the small boat with him. 
On several occasions they were 
near shore, but on each occasion 
the boat was again blown to sea.  

 
February 3, 1950 – A cross-

country flight in your own 
plane can be great fun… and 
Arne Trones of Petersburg can 
testify that a trip from Seattle to 
Southeast Alaska in midwinter 
provides its full share of thrills. 
Trones, a local fisherman, said 
he left Seattle a week ago 
Monday on a trip that brought 
him to Petersburg in his 
Luscombe single engine craft 
Wednesday. It took the intrepid 

flyer most of the time ten days 
to get out of the state of 
Washington, he said. Flying first 
to LaConnor, Washington, 
Trones said he spent the night 
and headed for Bellingham. 
Strong winds there forced him 
to continue to Blaine for a safe 
landing. While moored at Blaine 
his craft became frozen fast in 
the harbor. After waiting several 
days he broke the plane loose, 
pulled her atop the ice and took 
off from the frozen surface with 
his pontoons. By Saturday 
Trones had made it to Neah Bay, 
Washington, where he spent the 
night. The next day he 
continued to Barclay Sound on 
Vancouver Island, crossed the 
island and landed at Buttedale, 
B.C. Wednesday he made it all 

the way from Buttedale to 
Petersburg with stops at Prince 
Rupert and Ketchikan. Landing 
here Wednesday evening, 
Trones said his windshield was 
a solid sheet of ice and that it 
was a mighty fine feeling when 
he threaded the small plane 
through the ice floes in the 
Narrows and brought her safely 
home.  

 
February 5, 1975 – Irene Jo 

White will be playing the part of 
Annie in the local production of 
“Annie Get Your Gun,” on 
February 21 and 22. Phoebe 
Annee Oakley Mozee, the real 
Annie Oakley, was only in her 
teens when she beat Frank 
Butler, the famous marksman, in 
an all-comers challenge match 
in Cincinnati, Ohio. Butler 
married Annie and took her into 
Buffalo Bill’s Original West 
Show. “Little Sure Shot,” as she 
was called, became an instant 
hit. One of Annie’s favorite 
stunts was to shoot the ashes off 
the end of a cigarette held in 
Frank Butler’s mouth. This 
historic character is the basis for 
the hit Broadway play, “Annie 
Get Your Gun.”  Irene Jo has 
contributed much to our school 
during the past four years. For 
three years she led the 
enthusiastic crowds in cheering 
for our Vikings while she 
doubled active participation in 
class projects and the school 
band. Irene’s spirited nature and 
capabilities for getting along 
with others, make her perfectly 
suited for the part. As one 
student put it, “she’s just like the 

real Annie!”  
 
February 3, 2000 – Michaela 

Silva took first place in the Elk’s 
Hoop Shoot on January 7th. 
Silva won the age 8 and 9 year 
old girls division with 17 out of 
25 free-throw shots. Last year 
Silva’s sister, Maria, clinched a 
state title in the event as well, 
but in an older age class. 
Michaela’s statewide win 
qualifies her for the regional 
competition which she will 
participate in on March 18 in 
Portland, Oregon. In the age 12 
to 13 boys class, Bryce 
Covington tied with another 
state shooter with 20 hoops 
apiece. The results of their 
shootout have not yet been 
calculated. Other top 
participants include: Gus 
Brunner, Ruby McMahon, 
Aaron Phillips, and Britni 
Birchell.
