
Petersburg has a tight hous-
ing market — last year a sur-
vey found the town would 
need an additional 300 homes 
in the next decade. But a new 
local program aims to make it 

easier for people to add small 
homes, also known as Acces-
sory Dwelling Units, or ADUs, 
to their property. The Borough 
of Petersburg has developed 
detailed, pre-permitted blue-
prints that are available to res-
idents free of charge. 
Community Development Di-

rector Liz Cabrera said she 
hopes it provides people with 
affordable, doable housing op-
portunities.  

“When you’re trying to ad-
dress housing situations, it’s 
multifaceted, so there’s no sin-
gle solution, she said. “And in 
this case, we’re trying to make 
something that takes a lot of 
the upfront work out of the pic-
ture and be able to get someone 
a little bit further along in get-
ting the project done.” 

Cabrera said when you put 
a tiny home on a lot next to a 
larger house, you can use the 
already-installed infrastruc-
ture, like roads, sewer and 
water, of the larger home. That 
saves a lot of money. 

“What it does really well, I 
think, is that it addresses the 
issue of the cost of infrastruc-
ture development and it gives 
you an option for increasing 

the number of housing units 
without having to build out 
your infrastructure,” she said.   

Cabrera worked with two 
local architecture firms to de-
velop the plans for four differ-
ent tiny homes, which range in 
size from about 350 to 650 
square feet. The houses are de-
signed for Petersburg’s climate, 
and built to the town’s code. 
Cabrera said she hopes the 
houses will be used in a variety 
of ways.  

“Just providing a different 
option for housing, and that 
can be multi generational, it 
could be a rental income, it 
could be having older parents 
aging in place – there’s lots of 
options there,” she said. “So re-
ally, it’s up to the property 
owner, and it just gives them a 
leg up in that process.”  

Anyone who lives in Peters-
burg’s Service Area 1 can apply 

for the plans. Cabrera said 
homes built outside the service 
area would open the borough 
up to liability, since the bor-
ough can’t enforce code out-
side Service Area 1.  

Applicants will pay a build-
ing permit fee once the bor-
ough confirms that zoning 
codes are met. Cabrera said the 
borough used money from the 
American Rescue Plan Act, or 
ARPA, to fund the develop-
ment of the plans. She said 
now that the plans are com-
pleted, the program will essen-
tially be free to maintain.  

Cabrera says she doesn’t 
have an estimate as to how 
much each style will cost to 
build, since that will depend 
on finishing and other details. 

Cabrera said that while she 
can’t be sure, she thinks this 
plan is the first of its kind in the 
state.

Petersburg Borough 
develops tiny home  
designs in hopes of  
easing housing market

Ordinance 2024-11 — to place before voters 
an amendment to the borough charter to re-
move the requirement of voter ratification for 
future changes to sales tax exemptions — failed 
in its final reading at the July 1 assembly meet-
ing. 

Borough Finance Director Jody Tow ex-
plained during the prior assembly meeting that, 
if passed, this change would be helpful during 
times of unknown state revenues to free up the 
assembly to act more flexibly and quickly to re-
solve budgetary issues. 

Petersburg is the only municipality in Alaska 
that requires voter ratification of changes to 
sales tax exemptions.   

The proposition would have no effect on the 
sales tax rate or on property tax. 

The ordinance failed to meet its four-vote 
threshold when Assembly member Donna 
Marsh changed her vote from the first two read-
ings of the ordinance to now oppose it. 

Marsh stated, “the people that I’ve spoken to 
since the second reading … are rather unhappy 
with the idea of having their rights, if you will, 
curtailed on having a voice in taxation … the 
question has been, why is this even being put 
forth? Because to pass this would, in a sense, 
possibly limit the opportunity of the voting 
public to have a say. So, I am actually going to 
change my vote on first and second readings. I 
voted in favor, but this time, I’m going to op-
pose it.” 

Assembly member Jeigh Stanton Gregor re-
sponded that he would be voting yes, “because 
I feel, for me, it takes a very compelling reason 
not to put something on the ballot when it’s 
been proposed to give the voting public a 
chance to weigh in … since this specific thing 
has not been brought before the public … I for 
one would like to give the public a chance to 
vote on that.” 

Stanton Gregor’s sentiments were echoed by 
assembly member Thomas Fine-Walsh, “I don’t 
really see it as my place to get in front of a ballot 
initiative here … if we want to let the commu-
nity vote on this and have its say, I think we 
should let them … we’re having the opportu-
nity to ask the community in its entirety if this 
is how we want to do things … I would encour-
age the assembly to adopt this in its final read-
ing.” 

Member Bob Lynn noted that the ratification 
policy on sales tax exemptions has not been put 
to a vote of the whole public and has been in 
place since long before borough formation. 
“Let’s let the citizens in the borough decide 
what they want to do.”  

The role call vote was called. Marsh voted 
no. Lynn, Fine-Walsh and Stanton Gregor voted 
yes.  

The ordinance failed in its final reading and 
will not be coming before voters on October’s 
borough ballot, as four votes is the minimum 
majority of the assembly; Major Mark Jensen, 
and Assembly members Scott Newman and 
Rob Schwartz were absent from the meeting.

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July 11, 1924 – With perfect 
weather as though ordered for 
occasion and a list of interesting 
exercises and sports carried 
through without a hitch, and 
with many out-of-town visitors 
present, the 1924 Fourth in 
Petersburg proved an 
unqualified success. The 
Filipino team won from the 
whites in baseball by a score of 
10 to 4. Bonapart Cambas and 
young Johnson boxed three 
lively rounds, the decision 
going to the former on a foul. 
Rayborn showed his skill on a 
surfboard by riding behind the 
fastest boat in Alaska, piloted 
by Earl Ohmer. No official list 
was kept of the winners of the 
numerous children’s sports and 
races, but they were interesting 
and exciting. The Totem Pole 
was given the prize for the best 
decorated shop window The 
band discoursed music and 
there were three nights of 
dancing. When the crowd 
gathered in the Variety Theater, 
James H. Wheeler, president of 
the Commercial Club said: 
“Citizens of Petersburg and 
visitors, on behalf of the 
Petersburg Commercial Club, 
we wish to welcome you. I am 
glad you are here to join us in 
celebrating this grand and 
glorious anniversary of our 
national holiday. It is indeed 
fitting to start our celebration 
with these patriotic exercises in 
a manner becoming all 
American citizens. I am about 
to introduce to you a gentleman 
who is not altogether a stranger 
to many of you.” Henry Roden 
was then introduced, Mr. 
Wheeler remarking that Mr. 
Roden was wanted to make the 
oration in Juneau, but preferred 
to come here. Mr. Roden 
declared that to be true, and 
said he felt at home in 
Petersburg. He praised the 
Petersburg band and said the 
people should liberally support 

such a good band. The speaker 
gave an interesting and 
progressive talk that appealed 
to his hearers. He declared this 
was the best country on earth, 
despite its faults, and drew 
some apt comparisons with old 
country conditions to prove his 
point.  

 
July 8, 1949 – The Yukon 

Health, newest unit of the 
Department of Health, is now 
completing outfitting at Juneau 
before leaving for its summer 
work on the Yukon. The 80-foot 
vessel was built in 1943 on 
Kodiak Island for use as a Navy 
supply barge. Conversion of 
the barge to a health unit was 
supervised by Darrell Naish of 
the Department of Health at the 
Seattle Shipbuilding and 
Drydock Company. With a 
draft of 30-inches, the barge 
will be able to reach areas of the 
Yukon River that have formerly 
been largely neglected by 
medical services. The Yukon 
Health is a departure from 
conventional design and is 
propelled by two Murray 
Antereguartha Harbor Master 
units which were designed by 
the Army for moving pontoon 
bridge sections on European 
rivers. This type of drive unit 
gives extreme maneuverability 
and an average speed of six 
knots. The Yukon Health will 
have a professional staff of six, 
including a doctor, dentist and 
dental assistant, public health 
nurse, laboratory x-ray 
technician and secretary. S.M. 
Clark, formerly master of the 
Mount Edgecumbe and the 
AP22, is skipper of the crew of 
five. The Yukon Health, like the 
Health Department’s Hygiene 
and Health, will carry a general 
public health program to 

isolated areas. The barge will be 
towed from Juneau by the 
Navy tug ATA194 for its 
summer work on the Yukon 
River.  

 
July 5, 1974 –  The Pilot 

office, which evaporated last 
week month to make room for 
Petersburg’s new bank, has 
reappeared as a temporary 
office – the trailer behind the 
bank building. The LeConte 
Branch, First National Bank of 
Ketchikan, opened Tuesday to 
become Petersburg’s second 
bank. The new Pilot office will 
be open Monday through 
Friday from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m., 
with the possible exception of 
lunch time. The Pilot acquired 
the 50-foot mobile home from 
Alaska Airlines, which used it 
while the airport passenger and 
freight terminal was being 
built. It will in turn serve as our 
home until we can move into 
permanent quarters. 

 
July 8, 1999 – During the 

celebrations on Sunday at 
about 1 p.m. while street 
games were in full swing on 
main street, power throughout 
the town shut off as the 
breakers at Petersburg’s 
substation opened up. Power 
crews, who like the rest of the 
city officials had the day off to 
join the festivities, dropped 
what they were doing and 
headed to the power plant to 
get the diesel generators online 
and restore power to the town. 
Down the street from the 
power plant one resident knew 
what had made the power go 
out. Neva Christensen said 
that she was inside her house 
“when all of the sudden I 
heard this great big whack. 
Just then a float was going past 

from the parade and the 
electricity went off. I didn’t 
know what was happening at 
first,” she said. Soon however, 
her questions were answered. 
Laying on her front yard was a 
bald eagle which had 
apparently made contact with 
a power line and been 
electrocuted. “He must have 
been carrying this huge black 
cod head, because there was 
this huge black cod head on 
my sidewalk and he was in my 
yard. The poor thing was just 
out. He was gone.” 
Christensen said that she and 
her family, while they felt bad 
about the bird’s death, made 
cracks about celebrating the 
Fourth by killing an eagle. “It 
was ironic. Maybe it was an 
omen for the rest of us to wake 
up or we’ll all get fried from 
some other country,” 
Christensen said. Petersburg 
Power and Light 
superintendent Dennis Lewis 
was less humored about the 
situation since it meant that his 
entire crew had to give up a 
portion of the celebrations. 
Lewis said he had to hand it to 

his crew for the work they did. 
“In the middle of all the 
activities they all showed up 
ready to go to it. They got 
rolling right away and power 
was back on in some places in 
as short as twenty minutes,” 
he said. Lewis said that no 
lasting damage was done by 
the bird, which was later 
picked up by Fish and Game 
biologists and destroyed.
