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August 1, 1924 – Petersburg 
claims to have the best 
postmaster in Alaska. No 
matter what hour a boat comes 
in, Sunday or any other holiday, 
it is soon in the boxes after 
being received in the post office. 
In any other employment, save 
that of the government, such 
faithful service would bring its 
own reward. Measuring the pay 
they get, postmasters can 
hardly be blamed sometimes 
for not working except as 
required by the regulations. 
Postmaster Otness, however, 
has the old fashioned idea that 
he is here to serve the public. 
Such public servants are 
becoming all too rare in 
American politics.  

 
July 29, 1949 – Fish it now! 

Anan Creek is jam-packed with 
pinks today. An Associated 
Press bulletin this morning 
reported one of the greatest 
pink salmon runs in years is 
jamming Anan Creek. A 
tremendous volume of fish are 
battling their way up the 
roaring falls of the stream to the 
spawning grounds. Fish and 
Wildlife agents watching the 
stream say there is a huge mass 
of fish in the saltwater 
approaches of the stream and 
stretching for miles off the 
shore. A group of citizens from 
Wrangell have made several 
trips to the stream this week. 
Wednesday a group was chosen 
from Petersburg to study 
reports and submit a petition to 
open the stream as soon as 
possible. Knut Thompson, Jack 
Hanseth, Leo Ness, Ted Johnson 
and Nels Evans reported the 
fish should be used now. They 
expressed the fear that two 
weeks more would find the 
Anan runs spoiled and of poor 
commercial quality. With a 
weather eye out for 
conservation of the spawn of 
this run they felt the stream 
could be opened now and no 
damage done. “Wednesday 
there were 400,000 fish already 

in the stream and another half 
million waiting outside,” said 
Knut Thompson. Very latest 
reports revealed no action as yet 
by the Bureau of Fisheries.  

 
August 2, 1974 –  LeConte 

Glacier, and its neighbors large 
and small, become the focal 
point for aerial sightseeing each 
summer in this area of 
Southeastern. Casual visitors, 
sportsmen, vacationers, 
businessmen passing through – 
even longterm residents – feel 
the pull and attraction of 
LeConte when the weather’s 
right. From the whipped cream 
crown to the jagged terminus in 
LeConte Bay, the glacier offers a 
variety of form and color and 
texture the visitor finds 
impossible to describe. One trip 
to LeConte never seems 
enough. Even air taxi operators 
who have made the trip literally 
hundreds of times, light up 
with every opportunity to make 
the trip again. LeConte isn’t just 
one trip or one glacier; it isn’t 
possible to view it from the air 
and see only that single, 
imposing mass. Although it is 
the most active and most 
impressive, perhaps, it is 
flanked by others that have lain 
relatively dormant through 
thousands of past years. Shakes 
Glacier is a flowing slideshow, 
with meandering stripes. 
Summit sits where it has sat for 
thousands of years, with its 
toenails kept trimmed by more 
active neighbors. If you stay in 

Southeastern very long, you’ll 
visit LeConte. If you already 
have, odds are you will do it 
again.  

 
July 29, 1999 – Royal 

Caribbean Cruises Ltd has 
agreed to pay a record $18 
million fine and plead guilty to 
21 felony counts for dumping 
oil and hazardous chemicals 
from its cruise ships and lying 
about it to the Coast Guard, 
Attorney General Janet Reno 
said today. “Royal Caribbean 
polluted the very environment 
on which its business relies,” 
Reno said at a news conference. 
“They dumped everywhere – at 
sea, in port, at sensitive 
environmental areas – they 
didn’t care.” The attorney 
general said the plea 
agreement, which is to be 
presented for approval in 
federal courts in six cities, 
“should  send a message to the 
entire cruise ship industry that 
illegal dumping does not pay.” 
Reno said the cruise ships used 
“secret bypass pipes” to dump 
waste oil and hazardous 
materials overboard, often at 
night. Ship personnel falsified 
log books that employees called 
by a Norwegian term meaning 
“fairytale book,” Reno said. The 
plea agreements are to be filed 
in areas where Reno said 
environmental laws were 
violated: Miami; New York 
City; Los Angeles; Anchorage, 
Alaska; St. Thomas, U.S. Virgin 
Islands; and San Juan, Puerto 

Rico. Steve Solow, chief of the 
Justice Department’s 
environmental crimes section, 
said crew members on the 
cruise ships would wear 
buttons saying “save the 
waves.” However, he added, 
“below deck, business as usual 
was going on.” He said 
hazardous chemicals dumped 
by the cruise ships came from 
dry cleaning, photographic 
developing and print shops. 
The fines, the largest ever paid 
by a cruise line, on charges of 
polluting U.S. waters, are in 
addition to a $9 million fine 
Royal Caribbean agreed to pay 
in Miami in June 1998 to settle 
previous charges of dumping 
oily waste. The cruise line 
pleaded guilty last march to 
falsifying oil discharge records 
on a cruise ship that stopped in 
Los Angeles in 1994. The fine 

for that offense is being 
included in the $18 million 
criminal fine.
