
Fish and deer carcasses, 
propane bottles, and glass, all of 
these nonrecyclable items have 
shown up in the Petersburg 
Borough Sanitation 
Department’s comingled 
recycling bins. 

Commingled means 
customers’ recyclable materials 
don’t need to be sorted into 
plastic, aluminum, paper, etc.  

However, the recycling must 
be clean and free of food and 
debris.  

Glass is not recyclable in 
Petersburg. But there are glass 
drop-off locations for the public 
at the baler and at Public Works. 

“At 303 South 2nd Street,” 
Director of Public Works Chris 

Cotta said via email. “We collect 
glass from large generators in 
town (the bars primarily) and 
this glass is landfilled along 
with the glass that folks drop off 
at the Public Works site.”  

In a process similar to what is 
done with garbage collected by 
the borough, the sanitation 
department collects household 
and commercial recycling and 
compacts it at the baler facility. 

Once the baler has enough 
bales to fill a shipping container, 
or van, they load everything up 
and ship the bales to Seattle.  

“The recycling bales are about 
1200 pounds, solid waste bale is 
more about 2300 pounds, so we 
load them into the van 
differently,” Marohl said. “We 
load 46 bales into a recyclable 
van and then those are shipped 

by AML to Seattle.” 
If there’s too much garbage 

mixed in with the co-mingled 
recycling, then the MRF 
Recycling Center in Seattle, 
operated by Republic Services, 
will reject the load. 

“Contaminants can cause 
jams, delays or even ruin good 
recyclables,” Manager of 

External Communications of 
Republic Services Jeremy 
Walters said via email.  

“If good materials become 
contaminated or improperly 
sorted because of the presence 
of contaminants, the otherwise 
good recyclables could get 
thrown away,” said Walters.  

“We would like to clean up 
the recycled stream and 
hopefully not have loads 
rejected,” Marohl said. 

When customers sort out 
glass from their garbage and 
bring it to drop off locations in 
town, it takes glass out of the 
waste stream and saves the 
Borough money. 

“We find a lot of clothes in the 
recycling bin,” Marohl said. 

When a load of bale gets 
rejected, it gets sent to 
[Roosevelt] landfill. 

“It’s a lot of waste,” Marohl 
said.  

If the bale gets rejected, the 
borough has to pay for it. 

“Right now it costs the 
Borough a little over $180/ton 
to ship garbage south and have 
it disposed of at the Roosevelt 
Landfill in southern Washington 
State,” Cotta told the Pilot.  

 
These are the items that are 

acceptable in the borough’s blue 
commingled recycling bins 

- Aluminum (rinsed cans, 
clean foil and foil trays) 

- Plastics (Flatten milk jugs 
and other large containers. 
Empty and rinsed.) 

- Clean and Dry Paper and 
Cardboard (Corrugated and dry 
good boxes. Labels OK. 
Flattened. Plastic grocery bags 
bundled, bagged and tied 
tightly within plastics are OK. 
Plastic caps smaller than 3” 
which are attached to containers 

are OK. 3” or larger lids are OK.) 
- Waxed paper Cartons 

(Rinsed and flatten milk and 
orange juice cartons are OK. 
Empty juice boxes are OK. 
Clean and flattened waxed 
shipping boxes are OK.)  

- Metal Cans (Rinsed and 
labels OK. Lids OK if they are 
still attached to the can.) 

- Mixed Paper (Office paper, 
copy paper, newsprint, catalogs, 
magazines, books (hard covers 
removed), phone books, 
envelopes, folders, postcards 
and junk mail) 

- Shredded paper must be 
contained and sealed in a clear 
plastic bag. Clear plastic bags 
are available at Public Works for 
free. 

Comingled recycling is 
picked up every other week  in 
Petersburg. For more 
information, call 907-772-4430.

Contaminating 
recycling bins with 
garbage causes  
whole bales of 
recyclables to end 
up in landfill

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August 15, 1924 – This 
afternoon a most disastrous fire 
broke out in the power plant of 
the Kennecott Copper 
Corporation resulting in the 
total loss of the plant, at an 
estimate of between $1,500,000 
to 2,000,000. The fire began 
about 3:15 on the top side of the 
number four boiler and in two 
minutes it was a roaring inferno 
of smolder and flame barely 
giving time to the men on shift 
to make good their escape. The 
mill, machine shop and a 
number of the employees 
residences in the immediate 
vicinity escaped with a similar 
fate through the promptitude of 
the men and their heroic efforts 
after the first alarm was 
sounded. We extend our 
sympathies to Mr. and Mrs. 
Lamell, whose house burnt to 
the very ground and, through it 
being situated next door to that 
part of the power plant where 
the fire first began, were unable 
to save it. We fear that owing to 
this calamity, there will be quite 
a lot of men thrown out of work, 
not only at the Kennecott mines 
but also at the Green Butte, as all 
their power was supplied by the 
Kennecott plant, consequently 
all operations in both Camps are 
at a standstill and without 
lights. *$27,559,211 to 
$36,745,614 today 

 
August 12, 1949 – 

Petersburg’s first jury trial in 
nine years failed to materialize 
this week. Miss Florence Theel 
of Juneau was held here on the 
complaint of Eddie Haggerman, 
Arctic Hotel keeper, and was 
due to be tried for defrauding 
Hagerman by failing to report 
damage done to a rug in the 
room she occupied during a 
recent stay here. Arrested in 
Wrangell last week by Marshall 
John Krepps, Miss Theel later 
said, “If Mr. Hagerman had 
telephoned me at Wrangell, or 
even sent me a bill, instead of 
having me arrested as a 
criminal, this whole matter 
could have been easily settled. 
But to walk me through the 
streets of Wrangell as a criminal, 
and the the Petersburg Marshall 

to fine me up to $100 over the 
telephone, without a hearing for 
a burn in an old carpet which the 
Arctic Hotel keeper refused to 
let me see, is not only unjust but 
has caused inestimable damage 
to my character, reputation and 
my business.” Arriving Tuesday 
to represent the government in 
the case, Assistant U.S. Attorney 
Stanley Baskin advised Miss 
Theel she was entitled to a jury 
trial if she so desired. She 
declared she was being held 
under false pretenses and 
requested the criminal action be 
dropped. Commissioner Dale H. 
Hirt denied her request, and the 
representative for a number of 
apparel manufacturers 
requested a trial by jury and 
declared she would defend 
herself. The trial was set for 
Wednesday at 11:00 a.m. and 
drawing for a petty jury took 
place. Thirty-six names were 
drawn before twenty 
prospective jurors could be 
found who were not South, out 
fishing, sick, dead or in jail. 
Witnesses for the defense were 
subpoenaed and Baskin began 
investigating the case. His 
investigation prompted his 
motion to dismiss the case 
against Miss Theel. 
Commissioner Hirt granted his 
request and Miss Theel returned 
to Juneau Wednesday afternoon. 
The Juneau sales woman is well 
known in Southeastern Alaska 
and said she had resided in 
Juneau for a year and a half.  

 
August 9, 1974 –  Highway 

project workmen shorted out 
power lines with their road 
equipment last Friday and 

Saturday, cutting power to a 
large area at the south edge of 
the city, and causing a near 
disaster at the Petersburg 
Processors packing plant. Power 
was out for nearly an hour 
Friday afternoon from the 
Chevron dock to Magill’s trailer 
park, including the ferry 
terminal and Processors. 
Packing company spokesmen 
said about $200,000* worth of 
fish were in the retorts  when the 
power outage hit, dropping both 
the pressure and the steam. A 
few more minutes without 
electrical power could have seen 
the loss of an entire batch, 
according to one source. 
Another outage Saturday was a 
near repeat of the previous day’s 
experience. Processors, with 
their own 100 kilowatt generator 
on hand, but not in operation, 
now plan to get the backup unit 
installed as quickly as possible. 
*$1,274,544 today 

 
August 12, 1999 – The U.S. 

Forest Service is planning a 
public meeting for the 
Woodpecker Project Area 
environmental impact 
statement, which will 
encompass a good portion of the 
southwest end of Mitkof Island. 
District Ranger Patty Grantham 
explained earlier this week that 
USFS is looking at undertaking 
some timber harvest and 
recreation and road 
maintenance in the area and that 
a meeting scheduled for August 
19 will be the first in a long 
public process. She said that the 
meeting will not be the normal 
open house in that it will have a 
slideshow and discussion and 

the following day the Forest 
Service will be hosting a field 
trip to the area. Grantham said 
that this project is getting a bit 
more attention because of the 
large segment of the population 
on Mitkof Island that uses the 
area for hunting and recreation. 
“We’ve heard loud and clear that 
deer hunting is an important 
thing around here and so we 
want to start real early with 
community involvement so that 
we can end up with something 
that will work out well for 
everybody,” she said. Adding to 
the special attention being given 
to the project, Grantham said are 
the facts that the area is very 
accessible by the road system 
and that it does not pose the 

logistical problem for field trips 
like a site on Kuiu, Kupreanof, 
or Thomas Bay might. “This is a 
good place to try this out,” 
Grantham said. Grantham is 
unsure what is in store for the 
area in terms of timber harvest, 
but she said because of the road 
system there is a great 
opportunity to have small scale 
harvests that would provide 
some interest by small operators 
in the area. “That’s pretty high 
on the agenda since it is on the 
road system. It’s going to be 
more strongly geared along 
those lines,” she said. Grantham 
said that a similar trip may be 
scheduled after the fishing 
season that will accommodate 
those who can’t make this trip.
