
Petersburg School District 
has secured a total of $973,816 
in grant awards this fiscal year, 
so far. The special revenue 
includes four new grants, and 
more funding is “definitely” 
anticipated in addition to the 
almost million dollars already 
awarded to the district. 

The district faces ongoing 
challenges due to inadequate 
state funding, including 
budget cuts for this academic 
year. PSD has had to get 
creative with pursuing grants, 
an undertaking that requires 
“a lot of extra work on our 
staff…” 

“They’re very dedicated. 
And I think it shows that all of 
our district staff cares a lot,” 
PSD Finance Director Shannon 
Baird told the Pilot. 

 Looking at the dozens of 
grants on this list —some are 
new and some the district has 
seen before, ranging from a 
thousand to over $175 
thousand— Baird said this 
shows just how much more 
schools in Alaska must do in 
order to operate.  

“It’s important that we do 
this because state funding is 
just not keeping up with 
inflation,” said Baird. “We’re 
doing what we have to. It’s 
extra work. But, we are being 
creative and applying for 
every grant that we can, 

really.” 
She told the Pilot that all of 

this grant money helps 
supplement or supplant 
programs “so that we can 
provide more to the students  
— or provide what we have 
already been providing, but 
couldn’t afford.” 

Going into each fiscal year, 
grant funding is not 
guaranteed. 

“And they’re different grants 
every year … different 
amounts every year. They also 
come with strings attached. 
They have different 
requirements that are extra 
work.” 

The district applied for a Pre-
K grant for this year, but did 
not get an award. “So we’re 
not operating a Pre-K at our 
site like we did last year,” said 
Baird.  

PSD Food Service Director 
Carlee Johnson McIntosh is 
working on a nationwide in-
depth study on the cost of 
school meals and the 
reimbursement rate, as part of 
the National School Foods 
Study. McIntosh said the 
research project will attempt to 
show that Alaska’s 
reimbursement rate is not 
adequate — “and it’s not,” 
Baird added. “[McIntosh] is 
having to apply for all these 
other grants in order to 
supplement and make her 
program work … break even, 
and she gets tons of grants.” 

Meals are based on a 
reimbursement rate. For every 
meal served, the district is 
reimbursed at a certain rate. 
“It’s really confusing, but 
basically, we need to show 
them that what they give us is 
not enough, which it’s not,” 
McIntosh shared at the school 
board meeting Tuesday night. 
“If we didn’t have all the 
grants that I write … we 
would not make it … but 
hopefully with this, we can 
show that we really need a 

much higher rate than what 
we get.” 

A handful of federal food 
service grants are anticipated, 
but the total amount will not 
be known until the end of the 
academic year based on meals 
served; last year’s federal food 
service grants totaled $450,174 
in FY2024. 

Some grants come in at a 
lower amount than years prior. 
The district was most recently 
awarded a Suicide Prevention 
grant of $26,500, a decrease 
from last year, which was 
about $28 thousand. 

Despite having no grant 
management person employed 
in the district, Baird said PSD 
is “very lucky” to have staff 
willing to put in the effort to 

secure grants. “It’s a lot of 
people: it’s the superintendent 
and myself, and lots of 
directors and staff members, 
depending on the grant … And 
we’re lucky that we’re able to 
do that for our students and 
our community.” 

She emphasized that grants 
and other funding sources, like 
from the local government, are 
crucial.  

“It does feel very necessary 
to us, because of the lack of 
adequate state funding and the 
BSA,” or the Base Student 
Allocation — money that the 
state gives districts based on 
the number of students in 
attendance, which has been 
flat-funded since 2017 despite 
skyrocketing fixed costs. 

“We’re very grateful that the 
borough’s funding us to the 
cap,” Baird said. “There’s a lot 
of demand on borough dollars, 
so we’re grateful that they’re 
making it work for us.” 

There is a maximum amount 
that a local government can 
contribute set in state statute, 
and the Petersburg Borough 
approved financing PSD to 
that cap amount in the most 
recent budget cycle.  

“That’s a huge game-changer 
for us,” Baird continued. “That 
stability from our local 
municipality and local tax 
dollars in our community, you 
know, it goes a really long way 
to help make up the difference 
that the state isn’t funding. So, 
we really appreciate that.”

Petersburg School District secures nearly $1 million in grants

Petersburg Pilot
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October 17, 1924 – Local 
citizens have been busy with a 
view of getting a cold storage 
plant located at Petersburg. 
They have canvassed the 
situation with a view of 
getting signers on a prospectus 
and they report that the 
response was very 
encouraging. They also have 
been getting data on how 
many fish buyers might be 
secured to patronize a local 
plant, and estimates and costs 
for machinery and running the 
same. As soon as all the data 
will have been secured, it is the 
intention to call a general 
meeting for additional views 
of all of those interested and 
for appointment of a special 
committee to work details for 
the kind of a plant it may be 
decided will prove best for the 
needs of this port. Everyone 
realizes the importance of 
getting a plant located here. 
This is said to be all the more 
essential with the closed 
season for halibut each year. 
The sentiment at the present 
time seems to be for a plant 
along the co-operative plan, 
where space will be leased to 
buyers, rather than a strictly 
private plant, although the 
whole question is open for 
discussion and also to bids for 
any private concern that may 
want to engage in the business 
here. 

 
October 14, 1949 – Probably 

the most unique laundry 
service in the world is being 
carried on between Fairbanks 
and the States. For the past 
year a steady stream of dirty 
laundry has been flown via 
Pan American Clippers to 
Seattle where it is cleaned, 
pressed and flown back to 
Fairbanks residents again – 
thus the clothes are toted 3,900 
miles by air round-trip. Flight 
time each way is eight hours. 

In Fairbanks, where the over-
crowded population has the 
local laundry services over-
worked, this almost 
unbelievable, personal-type 
laundry service has caught on 
rapidly. It began when an 
enterprising solicitor in 
Fairbanks began collecting the 
soiled laundry of many 
bachelors and families and 
shipped it via Clipper Cargo 
on a fast, non-stop flight to 
Seattle where a laundry cleans 
the clothes on a two-day 
service, enabling the fresh 
laundry to be returned to the 
north in four days altogether. 
The laundry rate, plus Clipper 
charges of 15 cents a pound 
each way on 100 pound 
shipments and over, equals 
approximately the same rate as 
charged by local concerns. An 
average of 250 pounds of 
laundry is now being hauled 
weekly, Pan American 
Airways reports. During the 
past year, approximately 6 tons 
of laundry have been carried 
each way. The difference in 
weight, between the soiled 
laundry going “out” and the 
clean laundry returning north, 
is negligible.  

 
October 16, 1974 –  Almost 

without question, the only 
British bobby helmet in 
Petersburg is resting on the 
desk of Police Chief Bob 
Harrington. The dark blue, 
distinctively-shaped hat was a 
recent gift from Sargent 
Stephen D. Farley of Kent, 

England, a member of the 
Metropolitan Police uniform 
division. The agency, formerly 
referred to as Scotland Yard, is 
roughly the equivalent of the 
state police here, Harrington 
said. The helmet-gift was sent 
over after Harrington and 
Farley began corresponding 
just for the fun of it. 
Harrington got Farley’s name 
from the Haines police chief, 
who also has a letter exchange 
going with the British 
policeman. In return for the 
helmet, Harrington has sent 
Farley a Petersburg Police 
Department cap, a patrolman’s 
badge, and enrolled the 
Englander as an honorary 
member of the force here. 
“We’re even making him up an 
identification card,” said 
Harrington, who is delighted 
with the smart new helmet 
sent to him from across the 
ocean. Along with the helmet, 
Sgt. Farley sent a copper 
constable’s badge. Farley 
wrote, in sending the helmet, 
that he and his wife hope to 
travel in about a year and 
Alaska, including Petersburg, 
is on their list of places to visit.  

 
October 14, 1999 – In what 

Petersburg police are calling 
the first ever drive-by shooting 
in town, a car sustained 
substantial damage Sunday 
during the early morning 
hours. No people were injured. 
According to police officer Ken 
Sherrod, the shooting took 
place just shy of 2-mile Mitkof 

Highway on October 10. On 
Tuesday he explained that a 
person or persons drove by a 
residence in the early morning 
hours, slowed their vehicle 
down, discharged two shotgun 
blasts toward a parked vehicle 
and sped off. “The vehicle 
sustained substantial 
damage,” Sherrod reported, 
but he added, no one was in 
the parked car. The shotgun 
blasts struck the right, or 
passenger side fender, the 
hood and the windshield of 
the car, which was parked 
parallel to the road. Sherrod 
said that when the scene was 
processed, pellets and 
wadding from the shotgun 
shells were recovered. Aside 
from the car, Sherrod said the 
only other property damage 
was to a tree which was 
behind the parked car. No 
charges have been filed and no 
suspects are being held for the 
crime. Sherrod said on 
Tuesday that the case is still 
under investigation and that 
suspects are being contacted. 
The car was owned by a local 
resident. Police did not release 
the victim’s name. Sherrod 
encouraged anyone with 
information about the incident 
to contact Crime Stoppers, 
which will pay up to $1,000* 
for information leading to an 
arrest or criminal indictment 
of the person or persons who 
committed the crime.
