October 28, 1949 – The ski 

tow committee of the Petersburg 
Ski Club met Wednesday night 
in the Forest Service office to 
plan immediate construction of a 
rope tow for Petersburg skiers 
this winter The tow will be 
located on the ski hill and will 
take skiers from the flat below 
the ski cabin to the top of the 
jump hill. The committee expects 
to have the tow complete and 
ready for installation on the hill 
in three weeks. All the materials 
not on hand have been ordered 
and Barney WHite has offered 
his garage for overhauling and 
assembling the tow motor. 
Consisting of Knox Marshall, Art 
Hammer, Boyer Wikan, Erling 
Strand, Lawrence Westre and 
Bue Hente, the committee said 
additional help would be needed 
to install the tow and those 
interested could contact them. 

 
October 30, 1974 –  From 

“School Views” by Harold 
Bergmann: I’m thinking of 
writing my own obituary, and 
I’m trying hard not to be 
sarcastic. The reasons for these 
somewhat gloomy thoughts – 
depending which side of the 
fence you are on – is the annual 
visitation of the flu bug, the 
throat bug, the aching back, and 
the eerie warmth of Friday. Of 
course, I could take the advice of 
the other doctor in town. The 

other doctor is David Thynes in 
Mrs. Stedman’s second grade. It 
seems Rae Stedman could hardly 
talk last week and David, being 
concerned, suggested she drink 
four glasses of water and rest a 
lot. After she thanked him for the 
medical advice David ended 
with this question, “Do you yell 
a lot at home?” 

 
October 28, 1999 – Ethel 

Adeline Bergmann, 1919 – 1999, 
was dropped in a cabbage patch 
on a farm at Shiocton, Wisconsin. 
That started her love for the earth 
and the animals and insects. She 
trapped flies in a glass with a 
piece of cardboard and put them 
outside, but not when it was 
cold. I met Ethel when she 
bounced into our math class at 
North Division High School in 
Milwaukee, Wisconsin. When 
she was young she always 
bounced. She earned her big “N” 
in Physical Education, wore it on 
her sweater and it sort of calmed 
her. Her parents parted, she went 
to live with her mother’s sister; 
went to college; went back to live 
with her mother; dropped out of 
college; was recruited to be a 
model at Layton School of Art 
and earned 6 – 8 dollars an hour  
[approximately $137 – 175 today] 
while I was earning 25-cents an 
hour [approximately $5.50 
today]. Independent at last, she 
lived in a one-room, bathroom-
down-the-hall, luxury 

housekeeping room with her 
dog Toby. Dogs were a big part 
of her life. After Toby came 
Dusty, a seal flipper loving Aleut 
dog. Phoebe, Putzi, Dog Man, 
Christmas, Joey, Rosie, Jacob I, 
Jacob II, and Shee Am, named 
after my mantra. Oh, she loved 
men, women, but only children 
related to her. We fell in love 
when I was drafted and got 
married when I came home on 
sick leave. The marriage was 
saved with the birth of Judy. 
Those were hectic days, working, 
going back to school for me and 
Ethel going back to modeling. 
We earned enough money to buy 
a piece of land and to have 
William. Ethel designed our 
rammed earth home-to-be. The 
County Building Inspector 
passed it. It was built with two 
Count Rumford fireplaces. But 
time and money ran out. After 
graduation we all ran away to 
Alaska. Captain Drotnig piloted 
the Penguin across the Gulf and 
showed us Dutch Harbor, St. 
Paul Island and dropped us at 
Nikolski on Umnak Island. 
Smiling Aleuts helped us get the 
year-long supplies to the school. 
They took good care of us. When 
Ethel got one of her terrible 
migraine headaches the women 
sat with her without talking. 
They sat on the floor. When they 
got sick Ethel took care of them, 
sewing arms and thumbs. We all 
looked forward to the 

community saunas. Men went 
first, then women. The local 
sheep rancher tried to kill Ethel’s 
dog and Ethel tried to kill the 
sheep rancher. When school 
ended it was time to leave. Back 
to Milwaukee, back to school. 
Back to modeling. Back to work. 
Then off on a train to Seattle with 
Ethel, her mom, Judy and 
William bound for Chignik and 
a very cool reception. After 
walking into the school with 
broken windows, oil barrels in 
the front hall and dirty dishes in 
the sink, Ethel and I sat down 
and composed a letter to the 
Commissioner of Education at 
Juneau and told him if we had 
enough money we would leave 
when the ship returned. Got a 
nice letter back and stayed. Ethel 
taught art to the children and the 
adults and beat the dogs that 
tried to kill her Airedale puppy. 
Before we left we poured cement 
for a school flagpole. At last we 
came to Petersburg. Alice 
Longworth said she was 
responsible. I had applied the 
year before, Alice was on the 
school board and said, “Let’s 
take a chance.” We came to 
Petersburg to live and die. Ethel 
went first. She didn’t mind the 
rain. She found friends. She 
became a confidante for women 
and probably some men. She 
worked at the Sanitary Market 
where the Queen of Hammer 
Slough taught her bookkeeping. 
She worked at the Petersburg 
Press. She went beach seining in 
Petersburg Creek, made friends 
with Grandma and Jess and 
Dadmar Ames, fished with 

Bernadine and took the catch to 
Chris Grouseth to deliver to PFI. 
Jim Leekley talked us into mink 
ranching. When I went back to 
school in the summers Ethel took 
care of the mink. She took special 
care of the runts, let them swim 
in the bathtub and cuddled 
them. Even so, she became a 
skinner. Her pride was her 
garden – nothing formal. Even 
today her 6-foot monkey pods 
bend over the walks. Everything 
looks like it was planted by the 
wind. She had not worked in a 
garden for years, but still 
supervised Ruth when she came 
over. Her diabetes turned into 
heart problems and finally into 
dementia, the saddest part of her 
life. She kept repeating, “Please 
help me, I beg of you.” She said 
it with her last breath. She 
couldn’t figure out why no one 
could help her. She was trapped 
in probably the kindest hospital 
on the West Coast – maybe the 
world. The doctor, the nurses, 
the aides, the other workers, the 
administrator, all understood or 
tried to understand. She left 
behind her loving husband; 
daughter Judy; Judy’s daughters 
Gretchen and Heidi; Heidi’s 
daughter Jordyn; son William 
and his wife Joyce; their 
daughters Joanie, Amber and 
Tessa; Joanie’s husband Kirk, 
their son Connor; and Amber’s 
husband Kevin. On the wall 
leading up to Ethel’s bedroom is 
a small, framed poem. “Of all the 
things that life can bring I ask for 
only three books to read. Bread 
for my need and a house beside 
the sea. – Unknown.”
