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November 28, 1924 – Frank 
Cotter dropped into the Herald 
office when the Northwestern 
was in port. HE is known to the 
reading public by the pen name 
of Pat O’Connor. When we 
knew Frank in the Tanana he 
was a slim waisted athlete; a 
champion bike rider, a runner 
and a boxer and a pole vaulter. 
But when he walked into our 
office the other day he was 
almost corpulent and decidedly 
prosperous looking. Possibly 
globetrotting to China, Japan, 
Australia, Korea, Tibet, Russia 
and other queer places have 
rounded out his slim form of 
days gone by, or possibly 
“Seattle home brew,” but 
whatever the cause he certainly 
has not forgotten to hammer the 
typewriter. He sat down at our 
“side-wheeler” and in a few 
minutes told me, “here’s some 
doggerel, Sid, for space filler,” 
and handed over the following: 
I just hit Petersburg and among 
the herring barrels I looked for 
Frizzle Allen and located Sidney 
Charles. Now I knew Frizzle 
Allen in the never forgotten 
days, and I knew Sid in 
Fairbanks, where we staged 
some torrid plays. I found the 
Camp of Petersburg has grown 
into SOME Town, and if I were 
a resident, and could keep their 
moonshine down, I would run 
their timber trails, and dodge 
their fishing boats and keep up 
on the dry land and away from 
landing floats. I figgered I was 
acting wise, and not like any 
Simp, when I asked a total 
stranger to lead me to a shrimp. 
I knew the Camp was famous 
for this delicate tidbit and 
figgered if I could locate one, I’d 
take a bite at it. The stranger 
paused to contemplate, and 
rolled his cud of snoose, lamped 
me from all angles, and I 
murmured, “what’s the use.” 
This gent don’t get my meaning. 
I guess I’d better mootch, for the 
way this bird is acting, he 
figures I want Hootch. He sizes 
up the weather and rolls a 

beady eye, and says, “I guess 
we’ll find ‘em, although the 
Camp is dry. If you’re looking 
for some – and here he winked 
an eye – the thing you should 
nab is not the little shrimp fish; 
you ought to try a crab.” We 
wandered to the waterfront, and 
there we found the place, and 
the odor of a fresh cooked crab 
just smashed me in the face. A 
kind faced Christian Gentleman 
uncorked a “can of brew,” and 
we grabbed some unshucked 
monsters – there were five for 
just us two. Now I am like the 
Irishman, this feed is of the past 
– for, like all pleasant doings, it 
was too good to last. I can’t 
forget the home brew, or crab, I 
can’t forgit, and again just like 
the Irishman, I like to dream of 
it. Captain Lathrop’s sore at me 
and Dinty Moore is mad at me 
tonight, and so is L.V. Ray, 
because I made that play; I 
didn’t have a shrimp at all, but 
just a crab or two; but I made the 
darn things float again, they 
went swimmin’ in home brew. I 
didn’t locate Frizzel, nor Helen, 
nor the pup, but all the crabs I 
found tonight, I surely ate ‘em 
up. And so I’m strong for 
Petersburg, its Camp is hard to 
beat, when it comes to scenic 
beauty and some darn good 
things to eat. And when I hit 
Seattle, and this trip of mine is 
o’er, and I draw up to write my 
Weekly Roar, about some things 
Alaskan that I’ve seen while on 
the tramp, I’m going to boost for 
Northern Crab, and likewise 
boost this camp.  

 
November 25, 1949 – 

Citizens of Petersburg will 
awake Sunday morning to find 
a profound change in town. 
They’ll have to get used to 
barefaced Jaycees again. At 8 

o’clock tomorrow night 
festivities begin in the Sons of 
Norway Hall to mark the 
Jaycee-sponsored Founder’s 
Day Celebration. Nearly two 
months ago the organization 
banned the use of razors and 
began to boycott Brady and 
Swofford’s mattress factory. 
Since then they have suffered 
untold tortures to acquire a 
verdant crop of facial foliage 
befitting the times when Peter 
Buschmann first set foot here in 
1897. Tomorrow night the local 
citizenry’s entertainment will 
harken back to those days and 
the Jaycees promise everything 
but the “...face on the barroom 
floor.” Everyone is invited to 
don trappings of the “Gay 
Nineties” and mingle with 
personalities out of Alaska’s 
past. Cash prizes will be 
awarded to those who come 
closest to typifying characters 
from the pages of Alaska’s 
history and story books. 
Tuesday night Jaycees and their 
wives began decorating the hall 
in the Founder’s Day theme and 
all preparations will be 
complete by tonight, according 
to Chairman Erling Nicholson. 
A full evening of entertainment 
will be highlighted by dancing, 
refreshments and a surprisingly 
unique musical treat.   

 
November 27, 1974 – Nome, 

a town of 2,500 persons, was 
facing a dry winter after the 
state decreed that all liquors 
touched by flood waters which 
recently inundated Nome be 
destroyed. The storm flooding 
November 11 caused an 
estimated $15 million* in 
damage but Nome residents 
were fighting back, rebuilding, 
cleaning up, and getting ready 
for the long winter months. In 

what City Manager Harval 
Hensley called, “the worst 
disaster we’ve seen so far,” 
however, state officials last week 
ordered the booze touched by 
flood waters thrown out. 
Townspeople lined the main 
street as cases of beer, wine and 
hard liquor were tossed into the 
street to be loaded on a dump 
truck and taken to old mining 
dumps where they were 
destroyed and the broken glass 
buried. *approximately $99.6 
million today 

 
November 25,  1999 – More 

than 30 projects compiled by 50 
students were displayed this 
weekend in the annual Science 
Fair. Fair coordinator Geoff 
Johnson said this week that the 
fair is the culmination of months 
of work for some students and 
pointed out that the work is 
much more than science based. 
“It gives them experience in all 
parts of academics – science, 
writing, math, data collection, 
research skills, presentation and 
organizing their information,” 
he said. Johnson says that the 
science fair “helps make 
education fun. The kids get to 
choose their own projects in 
whatever interests them and it 
gives them the opportunity to 
meet with some professionals in 
the community. I think that 
more than half of the students 
met with people in the 
community after school to 
discuss their projects. So, it 
makes a nice tie between the 
community and the kids,” 
Johnson said. This year’s 
Science Fair winner was eighth 

grader Katrina Berg, whose 
project focused on the color of 
gillnets. Berg tested four 
different colored gillnets to see 
which one caught the most fish. 
Fishing with her mother this 
year, Berg kept records of what 
net was used at what time and 
how much each one landed. Her 
findings in short showed that 
silver netting caught the most 
fish and that dark green net 
caught the least amount, but 
Berg took the project a step 
further to see if there was a 
difference between using the 
nets in the daylight hours 
versus the nighttime. She said 
that she found out the dark 
green net worked pretty well 
when it was dark outside. Berg 
said she got to use a lot of math 
skills to put the data together, 
but she said that she had the 
most fun building her display. 
Berg was participating in the 
fair for the first time and said 
she really enjoyed it. “It’s a lot of 
work, but it’s a lot of fun too. It’s 
nice to have it finished though,” 
she said. Berg has now qualified 
for the State Science Fair and if 
fundraising efforts go as 
planned she’ll make the trip for 
the event in March. Berg said 
that while she put a lot of work 
into the project herself, it was 
her friend Rena McDonell who 
helped her the most. McDonell 
was last year’s winner of the fair 
and Berg said that without her 
friend’s help she wouldn’t have 
been able to do such a good job. 
Logan McDonell was a co-
winner during this year’s fair 
with a project that looked at 
bicycle stopping distances.
